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First Anniversary- PAPER A CALL FOR ART

2012 Fountain Street Fine Art’s 1st Anniversary Open Juried Show.

Artists are invited to submit original work for this exhibit, to be held in the FSFA Gallery, 59 Fountain Street,
Framingham MA 01702. The theme for this exhibit, PAPER, comes from the traditional symbolic first
anniversary gift. We are seeking work in any medium that is on, of or about PAPER, to celebrate our first
year of operation.

James Welu, Director Emeritus of the Worcester Art Museum, (the second largest art museum in New
England), will jury the show. Before stepping down in November, he had served as the Museum’s director
since 1986. Welu, who trained as a painter and studio art teacher, is also an expert in 17th-century Dutch

and Flemish art; he has curated many exhibitions throughout his career.

Eligibility:

Artists may submit up to four pieces; fine art in any media is acceptable, but work must be original and
appropriate for display in a fine art gallery. Media may include, but is not limited to paper, oil, pastel, acrylic,
watercolor, collage, photography, video, ceramics, metal, fiber, glass, wood, and stone. All works selected for
the exhibition must be clean, finished, and ready to hang. No saw toothed hangers or clip frames will be
accepted. Works not adhering to this protocol will not be hung, even if selected by our juror.

Important Dates:

The show will run from Friday, January 13, 2012 through Sunday, February 5, 2012.

An opening reception will be held on Saturday, January 14, from 5:00 — 7:00 PM.

Drop-Off artwork with entry forms — Monday, 12/19 and Tuesday 12/20, 10AM-2PM and 6-9PM

Notification of acceptance — via email by January 2, 2012.

Pick-Up work not accepted — Friday 1/6 and Saturday 1/7 from 10AM - 2PM*

Pick-Up unsold artwork — Sunday, February 5, 5-6pm or Monday February 6, 10am-2pm*

*Any work not retrieved by this deadline will incur a storage charge of $5 per day. After 30 days the work will
be considered abandoned and become property of the gallery.

Size Limits:

In order to accommodate as many artists as possible, the suggested size limits are as follows: for two-
dimensional work, a maximum width of 48 inches and a maximum height of 48 inches, including frame. For
three-dimensional work, a maximum width of 24 inches, a maximum depth of 24 inches, a maximum height
of 40 inches, excluding base, with a weight limit of 75 pounds. All works should be suitably framed, mounted,
or otherwise prepared for display in a fine art gallery. It is suggested that 3D artists whose work is accepted
provide their own bases in order to present the pieces to best advantage.



Entry Fee: $10 per entry (4 entries max)
There is a $10 fee for each submitted work. (FSFA members are entitled 2 free entries)
Please make your check payable to Fountain Street Fine Art.

Sales:
FSFA members will receive 70% of all sales; non-members will receive 50% of all sales.

Jurying will be done from original work on site.
